Dear Colleague:
Now is the Time to Order Your Flu Vaccine for the 2010-11 Season

The dust is just beginning to settle from this hectic flu season, but it’s already time to plan for the 2010-2011 flu vaccination season by ordering vaccines from the manufacturer or distributor.

There are some important changes to keep in mind when placing your order for flu vaccine next season: 

· Seasonal flu vaccine will contain H1N1 as a component.  There will NOT be 2 vaccines.

· Flu vaccine will NOT be provided by the State or Federal government (CDC) this year.  The State will resume routine operations of providing flu vaccine only for VFC eligible children, nursing homes and persons with high risk medical conditions at the local Health Units.  The State can only provide flu vaccine to this very small percentage of people that will be recommended to receive it.

· The State does not control the ordering, dispersement, or allocation of seasonal influenza vaccine.  You must order your own supply from the manufacturer or distributor.

· The Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices is going to expand the recommendation for annual influenza vaccination to include all people aged 6 months and older. The expanded recommendation is to take effect for the 2010–2011 influenza season. This new recommendation signals the importance of preventing influenza across the entire population. 

· Most people will need to receive the 2010-2011 seasonal influenza vaccine at their primary provider or a community pharmacy.  The State will not have free vaccine or host mass vaccination clinics.

Private providers should place an order for their 2010-2011 Fall influenza vaccination campaign now.  A list of manufacturers with contact information is attached, and can be found at http://flusupplynews.com/resources.cfm. Based on current projections, more licensed types and brands of seasonal influenza vaccines will be available in the 2010-11 influenza season than has ever been available before.

Providers that are enrolled in the Vaccines for Children (VFC) Program, you will continue to order as usual.  Submit your vaccine request on your VFC order form starting October 1st unless we notify you of an earlier date to start placing orders.

Again, the system of delivery for flu vaccine will return to normal this Fall.  The recommended groups to receive this vaccine have expanded and demand may increase.  The Louisiana Department of Health and Hospitals Office of Public Health is encouraging private providers and the private sector to order seasonal influenza vaccine for the Fall now, to cover their entire patient population through their usual ordering mechanism.  

Annual influenza vaccination is a safe and preventive health action that benefits all Louisianans.
