Effective June 22, 2009:  You are asked to discontinue empty box returns to McKesson.  
• We recommend that you keep one or two boxes for expired                vaccine returns.  

• We encourage you to recycle the boxes through local recycling programs and support environmentally-friendly communities. 

Due to this change we are asking that you return all expired and non-viable vaccines to the Vaccines For Children Program at the following address:
